LOCKDOWN DRILLS

SAFETY DRILLS AT FAIRHAVEN

Recent national events and discussions have raised questions about school safety and security at FMS. I
have had the opportunity to talk with many parents and students about their concerns and found that
there were several misconceptions and misunderstandings regarding what we do in preparing our staff
and students for emergency events throughout the year. I thought this would be a great time to share our
state and district expectations around our safety drills and maybe some specifics about our upcoming
“lockdown drill” scheduled for March 28th.

Washington state laws require that each school conduct one safety drill a month. We are expected to do
three Fire Drills, three Lockdown Dirills, one Earthquake Drill, and one Shelter in Place Drill. I will try to
explain what each of these drills comprises below.

FIRE DRILLS

We always conduct a “Fire Drill” within the first couple weeks of school, in November and then later in
the Spring. Our local firemen are always impressed when I tell them that we can report who is present/
missing and what classes may have concerns within only 15 minutes of the alarm going off. We want
each student to feel confident they know exactly where they should go and what they should do when
the fire alarm is sounded. Regular practice helps reinforce this.

EARTHQUAKE DRILLS

Every year we always participate in the Washington State’s Great Shake Out on October 18" at 10:18 a.m.
On this day and time, schools all over the state practice their “Earthquake Drills” and procedures. The
state sends out materials to help schools teach their teachers how to prepare for an earthquake and what
to do if one occurs during school time.

SHELTER-IN-PLACE DRILLS

We typically save the “Shelter-in-Place Drill” for the late Winter or early Spring when we have more in-
clement weather. The purpose of this drill is for the staff to be prepared to move all students to a safe
location within the building in case of severe weather or other environmental situations that would re-
quire us to contain students in an easily controlled and secure location with no windows and limited ac-
cess.

Fairhaven usually conducts three “Lockdown Drills” each year. We had one in December, we had one scheduled for February (this
was canceled because of its proximity to the date of the student walkout on February 24%), and another for the end of March. Our
next “Lockdown Drill” is scheduled for March 28t at 2:20 p.m. The purpose of this drill is to keep the students and staff safe from any
danger outside or inside the building. This type of drill will secure the school building and safely shelter all students, staff and visi-
tors inside the building. During a “lockdown drill” all perimeter doors to the school building will be locked and will remain locked
until the danger or issue outside or inside the building is removed. To enable everyone to remain safe, no one will be allowed to en-
ter the building or leave the building until the authorities authorize such a release. Part of our discussion with students during this
time is to reinforce that the students look towards the teachers and staff for direction in case of an emergency and encourage students
to “say something if you see something”. Students should always feel empowered to tell a staff member if they’re aware of any be-
havior or situations of concern.

Hopefully this has helped paint a better picture of what we do for our Safety Drills at FMS. IF you still have questions or concerns,
please feel free to contact me or set up an appointment to talk.

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This winter, all eighth graders at Fairhaven Middle School have been engaged in various service learning pro-
jects in our community.
